Summer is coming, and if you haven’t
already signed your children up for
Religious Education Classes for the

2022-23 academic year,
please do it now!

Special Needs Classes meet from 9:30-10:30
on two Sundays a month.

VOLUNTEERS NEEDED

The Religious Education Office
currently has openings in a few
key volunteer ministries.

VOLUNTEERS

Catechist: The classroom teacher who actively shares
their faith and love of Jesus with the children. You do not
need previous experience — we provide training, all
materials and resources, even written lesson plans!
Catechists receive a $100 tuition credit or stipend at the
end of the year. We currently have openings in Grades 1-

8 on Sunday mornings and Monday evenings, as well as
openings in our Early Childhood Religious Education
classes. Co-teaching or Partner teaching is also an option
here!

Aide: The classroom helper who assists the Catechist and
students in the classroom as needed. You do not need
previous experience — just a desire to help and share your
faith with the kids! Adult Aides receive a $50 tuition
credit or stipend at the end of the year. We currently have
openings in Grades 1-5 on Sunday mornings or Monday
evenings, as well as openings in our Early Childhood
Religious Education classes.

Religious Education Board: We are looking to create a
new Religious Education Board who will serve in an
advisory capacity for the Director of Religious Education
and the Pastor. This board will meet once six times a year
and assist with projects to improve our RE program, offer
more programs for parents, work to find ways to
recognize and affirm our volunteer staff, and provide
important feedback to the RE staff pertaining to the RE
program and sacramental preparation. Board members
receive a $100 tuition credit or stipend at the end of the
year. Please consider volunteering your time to help to
improve our program!

Office Helper: This volunteer will assist us in the office
during regularly scheduled RE class times. This person
will answer phones, monitor children arriving late/leaving
early, assist in maintaining a safe environment for our
students in the building, and assist with attendance.
Office Helpers will receive a $100 tuition credit or
stipend at the end of the year. We currently have
additional openings on Sunday mornings or Monday
evenings.

Substitute Catechist: Occasionally, a Catechist may be
absent or need to miss a class. We need people who are
willing to serve in this capacity. Volunteers can stipulate
a preference for subbing on Sunday morning or Monday
evening.

Attendance at a Protecting God’s Children session is
required of all volunteers 18+ who work with children.
This is mandated by the Archdiocese of Chicago.
Trainings will take place here at St. Cletus at the end of
the summer or online.

BIBLICAL ROOTS OF THE TRINITY

Today’s readings show some biblical roots of what
Christians would later call the Trinity. Proverbs
showcases the role of Wisdom in the work of creation,
portrayed as a reality outside of God but integrated into
God’s work of forming the heavens and the earth. We join
the psalmist in sharing Wisdom’s delight in God’s
handiwork: “O Lord, our God, how wonderful your name
in all the earth” (Psalm 8:2). In his letter to the Romans,
Paul writes of peace with God through Jesus, and the love
of God received through the Holy Spirit, distinguishing
God, Jesus, and the Holy Spirit while also displaying their
abiding unity. Finally, in the farewell discourse from
John’s Gospel, Jesus—who had earlier spoken of himself
as Son of the Father—promises his friends that they will
receive the Spirit of truth that will teach and guide them
after his departure.
