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Sound System Update

Dear Friends,

How often have you heard, thought, or said: “What did he say?” or “I didn’t understand what was just said or
read” when attending Mass?

We gather in church to celebrate the liturgy and to hear the word of God.

But as we all know, for the past couple years it has been increasingly difficult to understand what is being said
inside our church at St Cletus Parish. And it is becoming increasingly worse.

The simple explanation of the current situation is that the sound system that we have relied upon for so long
has finally met its expiration date. Our sound equipment has outlived its expected longevity despite all efforts
to keep it working. Complete failure could take place at any moment.

Major components have failed. Consequently, we have been limping along with borrowed components that are
underperforming relative to our needs, do not have the power and are not capable of the necessary calibration
to provide the clear sound that would allow us all to enjoy and hear the Word of God.

After a complete analysis of the needs that the sound and video systems require and after careful vetting of
several proposals for a replacement system, we are raising the necessary funds to fulfill those needs.

We have begun to receive donations from members of the St Cletus community toward achieving our goal.
The expected cost of the new sound and video systems is $110,000. As of this week we have raised $18,085.
Thank you to all those whose generous contributions have gotten us started.

As you can see in the graphic below, we have attained approximately 16% of the funds needed. A good start,
but far from enough to acquire the remedy we so desperately need.

Please consider a donation toward meeting the challenge of making our facilities truly meet our needs and
expectations.

TO BE A PROPHET

Today’s readings show us what it is like to be a prophet.
As Jeremiah recounts his call, God warns him that he will
need strength and perseverance to withstand the hostility
he will face from “Judah’s kings and princes” and “its
priests and people” (Jeremiah 1:18b). God also assures
him that they “will not prevail over you, for I am with
you” (1:19). The psalm reflects both of these struggles as
well as deliverance from them (“salvation”).

This is exactly what Jesus experiences in today’s Gospel.
After he claims that his own mission is the same as what
Isaiah proclaimed, at first the people marvel at his
“gracious words” (Luke 4:22). Soon, however, they
become suspicious, skeptical, and hostile, even threatening
to kill him. But just as God promised to deliver Jeremiah,
so Jesus “passed through the midst of them and went
away” (4:30).

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WHAT’S HAPPENING IN RELIGIOUS

Nearly all parents are on a quest to raise “good Kkids”.
They want them to be patient, honest, loyal, &
considerate of others.

This reading from St. Paul is the
ultimate tool for teaching kids how to love genuinely and
treat each other kindly- a lesson all parents hope their
children will learn and demonstrate. Make the time to
read it again as a family today, and have a discussion on
the love that we are called to share with others.

It's important to differentiate between
relating to your child and dismissing
their problems. Youth who feel
dismissed may be less open to
suggestions and resources that could
help them perform and function better.

Yes/No questions make it easier to avoid
what is often a difficult conversation for
children. With a topic as stigmatized as
mental health, they may need open-ended
questions to encourage them to share how
they're doing.

Leading questions can contribute to
feelings of guilt, shame, or inadequacy.
Many teens ARE motivated to tell their
parents what they think will please them.
Frame questions about mental health as
neutrally as possible in order to reduce the
stigma or pressure.

It's especially important to be clear and
straightforward if you think your child
might be having thoughts of suicide.
Studies show that asking about suicide
does NOT increase risk but instead
validates that person's pain is being
noticed and taken seriously.
